He 

or she will also test anyone 

wishing to become an 

instructor and upon approval 

of that person, submit their 

name to the Board of Directors 

for acceptance. 

 

(New) 

Chief Instructor Pilot: 

The chief instructor pilot shall 

set minimum standards for 

solo flight privileges.  The 

Chief Flight Instructor will test 

anyone wishing to become an 

instructor.  The Chief Flight 

Instructor may appoint 

qualified pilots to the position 

of instructor.  The position of 

all instructors shall expire on 

the last calendar day of the 

year.  The Chief Fklight 

Instructor may appoint or 

reappoint instructors 

beginning in January of each 

year. 

 

By-Law 7.7 is redundant and 

shall be deleted. 

 

I have noticed that when I 

wear my badge away from 

the flying field that it gives 

me a chance to promote our 

club.  What a good way to 

promote our great club.
